1D (PSA 103) – Not present.

Lt. Ronald Netter of 3D (PSA 308) – Commissioner Padro stated that in the 600 block of O Street, NW, there has been public consumption of alcohol and he is very concerned.  It was also noted that 90% of the people who come there are from out of state.  Lt. Netter responded that today’s MPD is different from 25 years ago, there are a lot of new officers, and there is a learning curve.  He added that residents should continue to be proactive and keep calling MPD.

Capt. Gerry Scott of 3D concurred with what Lt. Netter said.  MPD’s new, young officers have to do a better job.  The incident in the 600 block of O Street, NW should have been stopped before it got started.  He added that MPD needs to be a better partner with the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR).

IV. 1529 8th STREET, NW:  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR BOARD OF ZONING ADJUSTMENT APPLICATION FOR A SPECIAL EXCEPTION TO ALLOW CONSTRUCTION OF A REAR ADDITION AND ROOF DECK (HENRY M. HUNT) [6E01]

Gayll Worsley of W&W Associates Architects spoke on behalf of the applicant, Henry M. Hunt, who is seeking special exception relief from the lot occupancy requirements, rear yard requirements, and a special exception from the penthouse setback requirements to construct a one-story rear addition with roof deck to an existing one family dwelling at 1529 8th Street, NW.  Mr. Hunt has consulted with his neighbors and they are in support of his application.  The BZA hearing is scheduled for May 31, 2017.


MOTION:  Commissioner Padro moved and Commissioner Brown seconded that ANC 6E support the application for zoning relief of 1529 8th Street, NW to allow construction of a rear addition and roof deck and that said support be communicated in writing to the Board of Zoning Adjustment (BZA).  The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Wiggins, Brown, Roberts, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions. 

V. RITO LOCO, 606 T STREET, NW:  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR SUBSTANTIAL CHANGE TO ALLOW ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE SALES IN 49 SEAT ROOFTOP SUMMER GARDEN WITH ENTERTAINMENT (RITO LOCO, LLC) [6E02]

The applicant spoke regarding his request for support for substantial change to allow alcoholic beverage sales in a 49 seat rooftop summer garden with entertainment.  The applicant consulted with sound engineers to construct the walls and only the front is open to the street.  The entertainment will be kept to a reasonable level and they will have a decibel meter on hand.  No microphones will be used.  Commissioner Brown added that a Settlement Agreement has been negotiated and a security plan is in place.  The hours of operation will be:  
Sunday to Thursday:  9:00 am to 2:00 am, Friday and Saturday:  9:00 am to 3:00 am.

MOTION:  Commissioner Brown moved and Commissioner Rogers seconded that ANC 6E support the application for substantial change to allow alcohol beverage sales in a 49 seat rooftop garden with entertainment of Rito Loco, LLC, 606 T Street, NW, contingent upon the signing of a Settlement Agreement, and that said support be communicated in writing to the Alcoholic Beverage Regulation Administration (ABRA).  Further, in the event that a Settlement Agreement is not executed, that ANC 6E protest the application and communicate that protest in writing to the Alcoholic Beverage Regulation Administration (ABRA).  The Motion passed, 6 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Roberts, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 1 abstention (Commissioner Wiggins).

VI. CHAPLIN’S, 1501 9TH STREET, NW:  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR APPLICATION TO CONVERT UNENCLOSED CAFÉ TO ENCLOSED CAFÉ (ADRIAN WILLIAMS) [6E 01]

The applicant did not appear.  Commissioner Padro stated that Historic Preservation denied the applicant’s request and stated the applicant must apply to Historic Preservation for a permanent structure.








MOTION:  Commissioner Padro moved and Commissioner Wiggins seconded that ANC 6E oppose the request for support application of Chaplin’s, 1501 9th Street, NW, to convert an unenclosed café to an enclosed café because of non-compliance with Historic Preservation and that said opposition be communicated 
in writing to the Public Space Committee of DDOT.   The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Wiggins, Brown, Roberts, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

VII. FRENCH QUARTER BRASSERIE & OYSTER BAR, 1544 9TH STREET, NW:  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR DISTRICT DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION PUBLIC SPACE APPLICATION FOR A NEW UNENCLOSED CAFÉ (JOSEPH B. CROSSWHITE) [6E01]

The applicant is requesting ANC 6E support for their Public Space Application for a new unenclosed outdoor café with a fence.  The outdoor seating will match that of other outdoor cafes in the neighborhood.  Landscape buffers will be installed as well as raised planters.  A black, metal fence will be installed along the perimeter.  There will be no permanent or overhead fixed features.

MOTION:  Commissioner Padro moved and Commissioner Roberts seconded that ANC 6E support the Public Space Application of French Quarter Brasserie & Oyster Bar, 1544 9th Street, NW, for a new unenclosed outdoor café and that said support be communicated in writing to the Public Space Committee of DDOT.  The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Wiggins, Brown, Roberts, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

VIII. TROPICAL SMOOTHIE CAFÉ, 425 I STREET, NW:  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR NEW UNENCLOSED CAFÉ (OUBAB KHALIL) [6E05]

A representative of the applicant spoke regarding their request for support for a new unenclosed café at 425 I Street, NW.  He stated he believes the pavement is large enough to support an unenclosed café.  The style of the furniture will be European Continental.  ANC 6E’s Development and Zoning Committee agreed that the café will be a good addition to the neighborhood.

MOTION:  Commissioner Marriott moved and Commissioner Rogers seconded that ANC 6E support the Public Space Application of Tropical Smoothie Café, 425 I Street, NW, for a new unenclosed outdoor café and that said support be communicated in writing to the Public Space Committee of DDOT.  The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Wiggins, Brown, Roberts, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.







IX. BIBLE WAY CHURCH:  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR METROPOLITAN POLICE DEPARTMENT PARADE PERMIT APPLICATION FOR 06/03/17 EVENT [6E04, 6E06, 6E07]

Elder James Jenkins, Associate Pastor, spoke regarding Bible Way Church’s request for ANC 6E support for a Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) Parade Permit to celebrate the birthday of the church.  The parade will be held on June 3, 2017 and will start at 1:00 p.m.  There will be 150-200 marchers, 15-20 vehicles, 12 parade marshals, and two marching bands.  There will be a moon bounce, face painting, and other activities for children following the parade.  

MOTION:  Commissioner Rogers moved and Commissioner Wiggins seconded that ANC 6E support Bible Way Church’s request for a MPD Parade Permit on June 3, 2017 and that said support be communicated in writing to the Metropolitan Police Department.  The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Wiggins, Brown, Roberts, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

XI. OLD BUSINESS

ANC 6E Grant Application (Revised):  Commissioner Marriott presented for approval a revised ANC 6E Grant Application noting the addition of language indicating that the amount of the grant requested must not exceed $3,000.  

MOTION:  Commissioner Roberts moved and Commissioner Wiggins seconded that the revised ANC 6E Grant Application noting the addition of language indicating that the amount of the grant requested must not exceed $3,000 be approved.  The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Wiggins, Brown, Roberts, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

XII. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF ANC 6E 04/04/17 MEETING

MOTION: Commissioner Wiggins moved and Commissioner Judd seconded that the Minutes of the ANC 6E Public Meeting of April 4, 2017 be approved.   The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Roberts, Wiggins, Rogers, Marriott, Roberts and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

XIII. APPROVAL OF TREASURER’S REPORT

Commissioner Marriott stated that as of March 31, 2017, the balance in the checking account was $50,024.95.




MOTION: Commissioner Brown moved and Commissioner Judd seconded that the Treasurer’s Report for the period ending March 31, 2017 be approved.  The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Roberts, Wiggins, Rogers, Marriott, Roberts and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

XIV. APPROVAL OF EXPENSES


A. MOTION:  Commissioner Marriott moved and Commissioner Wiggins seconded that Commissioner Roberts be reimbursed in the amounts of $101.39 and $20.62 for Go Daddy expenses related to the ANC 6E website.  The Motion passed, 6 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 1 abstention (Commissioner Roberts).


B. MOTION:  Commissioner Marriott moved and Commissioner Brown seconded that Commissioner Roberts be reimbursed in the amount of $16.99 for the purchase of the camera bag.  The Motion passed, 6 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 1 abstention (Commissioner Roberts).


C. MOTION:  Commissioner Marriott moved and Commissioner Judd seconded that Commissioner Padro be reimbursed in the amount of $356.00 for the one year rental of ANC 6E’s post office box.  The Motion passed, 6 yeas (Commissioners Roberts, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, Rogers, and Judd) – 0 nays – 1 abstention (Commissioner Padro).

D. MOTION:  Commissioner Marriott moved and Commissioner Wiggins seconded that the invoice submitted by Karen Jehle in the amount of $125.00 for recording services for the ANC 6E May 2, 2017 Public Meeting be approved.  The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, Rogers, Roberts, and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

XV. approval of fy 17 2nd quarter report

MOTION:  Commissioner Wiggins moved and Commissioner Brown seconded that the FY 17 2nd Quarter Report be approved.  The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, Rogers, Roberts, and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

XVI. announcements

A. Commissioner Padro stated that ABRA has community training scheduled for residents to help the public understand DC alcohol laws, protest processes, filing settlement agreements, and ABRA resources and hearing processes.  The training will be held on May 18, 2017 from 6:30 pm to 8:30

B. John Carlos Green, Vice Chair of ANC 1B, provided a number of handouts regarding the DC Attorney General’s Midterm Report and its community outreach programs.  Attorney General Karl A. Racine is the first elected Attorney General in the District of Columbia.  The Office of the Attorney General (OAG) has approximately 275 attorneys and 300 non-attorney staff and is divided into 11 different offices.  Commissioner Green mentioned a few areas on which the OAG is focused, including:  juvenile crime, affordable housing, public safety, juvenile justice reform, and campaign finance transparency and accountability.  He closed his remarks by stating that the OAG is hosting an event on understanding and preventing human trafficking to be held at the Kennedy Recreation Center, 1401 7th Street, NW, on May 8, 2017 from 6:30 pm to 8:00 pm.  

C. Naomi Mitchell of Councilmember Charles Allen’s office stated the following:  (1) Councilmember Charles Allen is at Compass Coffee, 1535 7th Street, NW, from 8:00 a.m. to 9:30 a.m. on the first Friday of every month; (2) it has been a busy last month with the Budget oversight hearings.  A Budget Town Hall Meeting was held a couple of weeks ago.  

D. Commissioner Padro raised with Naomi Mitchell his previous concerns about the problem with ATVs causing noise and pedestrian/vehicular intersections at M Street and New York Avenue, NW.  He stated that better signage is needed.

MOTION:  Commissioner Rogers moved and Commissioner Wiggins seconded that ANC 6E request that DDOT take a look at traffic calming measures and other opportunities to improve pedestrian safety at M Street and New York Avenue, NW.  The Motion passed unanimously, 7 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, Rogers, Roberts, and Judd) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

E. Commissioner Brown raised the issue of rodents and has contacted the Department of Health to have representatives come out to the next ANC 6E Public Meeting.

F. A resident brought up the razing of the building at T Street and Wiltberger Street, NW.  Commissioner Brown will contact DCRA and HPO as to its status.
