I. CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL

Chair Padro called the meeting to order at 6:37 p.m.  The roll was called and the presence of a quorum was noted.

III. ANC 6E04 VACANCY UPDATE

Chair Padro stated that three (3) candidates have filed petitions with the Board of Elections (BOE):  Miguel Ayala, David Jaffe, and Sterlicia Rodney.  A Special Election will be held during the regularly scheduled monthly meeting of ANC 6E on Tuesday, September 5, 2017.  The meeting will be held at the Watha T. Daniel/Shaw Library, 1630 7th Street, NW, Meeting Room 1 (Lower Level), Washington, DC 20001. 

Chair Padro read the “Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6E Special Election Procedures to Fill the Vacancy in SMD 6E04” to those present and asked the Commissioners for approval of same.   A copy of the Special Election Procedures are attached and made a part of these Minutes.

V. 1400 5th STREET, NW/501 O STREET, NW:  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR BOARD OF ZONING ADJUSTMENT APPLICATION FOR AN AREA VARIANCE TO ALLOW EXPANSION OF AN EXISTING APARTMENT HOUSE FROM THREE TO FOUR DWELLING UNITS (1400 5TH STREET, LLC [6E02]

The applicant was not present.  Commissioner Brown stated that the applicant has submitted all the documentation and everything seems to be in order, except for letters of support from adjacent neighbors.

MOTION:  Commissioner Brown moved and Commissioner Marriott seconded that ANC 6E support the request for support for Board of Zoning Adjustment Application for an Area Variance to Allow Expansion of an Existing Apartment House from Three to Four Dwelling Units of 1400 5th Street, LLC, with the stipulation that the applicant provides ANC 6E with letters of support from adjacent neighbors, and that said support be communicated in writing to the Board of Zoning Adjustment (BZA). The Motion passed unanimously, 5 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, and Rogers) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

VI. 1501 9th STREET, NW:  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR HISTORIC PRESERVATION APPROVAL FOR NEW ENCLOSED SIDEWALK CAFÉ (CHAPLIN’S RESTAURANT) [6E01]

Because the applicant has not submitted any plans yet to the Historic Preservation Office, ANC 6E deferred consideration of this matter.


VII. 128 M STREET, NW:  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR AMENDMENT TO BOARD OF ZONING ADJUSTMENT ORDER TO ALLOW EXPANSION OF A CHILD DEVELOPMENT CENTER (BRIGHT BEGINNINGS) [6E07]

Doris Dupuy, Executive Director of Bright Beginnings, Inc., spoke regarding their request for support for an amendment to the BZA Order to allow expansion of a child development center.  She provided an overview of the three amendments requested:  (1) increase in the number of staff; (2) expanded hours of operation from 7:00 a.m. to 11:30 p.m., and (3) expansion into suites within the building.

Commissioner Brown advised that ANC 6E’s Development and Zoning Committee met and voted unanimously to support the application.

MOTION:  Commissioner Rogers moved and Commissioner Wiggins seconded that ANC 6E support the request for support of Bright Beginnings, Inc., 128 M Street, NW, for amendments to the BZA Adjustment Order to allow expansion of the child development center and that said support be communicated in writing to the Board of Zoning Adjustment (BZA).  The Motion passed unanimously, 5 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, and Rogers) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.




VIII. O STREET PARK (NEW JERSEY AVENUE AND O STREET, NW):  REQUEST FOR SUPPORT FOR PERMIT FOR EVENT ON JULY 22, 2017 (NEW COVENANT EVANGELISTIC CENTER) [6E04]

The applicant was not present.  Chair Padro noted that there will be free food, free entertainment, and distribution of clothing.

MOTION:  Commissioner Padro moved and Commissioner Brown seconded that ANC 6E support the request for support of New Covenant Evangelistic Center for a DPR permit for an event on July 22, 2017 and that said support be communicated in writing to the DC Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR).   The Motion passed unanimously, 5 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, and Rogers) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

X. OLD BUSINESS

Cloakroom, 476 K Street, NW:  Approval of Settlement Agreement Re:   Rooftop Summer Garden Protest (476 K, LLC) [6E05]

At its June 6, 2017 Public Meeting, ANC 6E rejected the approval of the Settlement Agreement that was sent to ABRA.  Thereafter, Commissioner Marriott was designated as ANC 6E’s representative at the ABRA hearings.

Update 7/5/17:  Commissioner Marriott stated that the applicant asked ANC 6E if they had any further options before their hearing.  Commissioner Marriott suggested that ANC 6E hold a Special Meeting on July 18, 2017.

MOTION:  Commissioner Marriott moved and Commissioner Brown seconded that ANC 6E hold a Special Meeting on July 18, 2017 at 6:30 p.m. to vote on the Cloakroom Settlement Agreement, with the location of the meeting to be announced later.   The Motion passed unanimously, 5 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, and Rogers) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

XI. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF ANC 6E 06/06/17 MEETING

MOTION: Commissioner Brown moved and Commissioner Marriott seconded that the Minutes of the ANC 6E Public Meeting of June 6, 2017 be approved.   The Motion passed unanimously, 5 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Wiggins, Rogers, Marriott, Brown) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.





XII. APPROVAL OF TREASURER’S REPORT

Commissioner Marriott stated that the balance in the checking account as of June 30, 2017 is $51,138.68.

MOTION: Commissioner Wiggins moved and Commissioner Brown seconded that the Treasurer’s Report be approved.  The Motion passed unanimously, 5 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Wiggins, Rogers, Marriott, Brown) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.  

XIII. approval of quarterly report

Commissioner Marriott stated that the ending balance for the 3rd Quarter is $51,113.13 and that the $25.00 discrepancy has been reconciled.

MOTION: Commissioner Brown moved and Commissioner Wiggins seconded that the Quarterly Report for Q3 be approved.  The Motion passed unanimously, 5 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Wiggins, Rogers, Marriott, Brown) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.  


XIV. APPROVAL OF EXPENSES


A. MOTION:  Commissioner Marriott moved and Commissioner Brown seconded that the invoice submitted by Karen Jehle in the amount of $125.00 for recording services for the ANC 6E July 5, 2017 Public Meeting be approved.  The Motion passed unanimously, 5 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, Rogers) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

B. Commissioner Marriott stated that the check issued in May to Commissioner Roberts for Go Daddy expenses related to the ANC 6E website was short paid in the amount of $8.00.  

MOTION:  Commissioner Marriott moved and Commissioner Brown seconded that a check in the amount of $8.00 be issued to former Commissioner Roberts for expenses related to the ANC 6E website.   The Motion passed unanimously, 5 yeas (Commissioners Padro, Brown, Wiggins, Marriott, Rogers) – 0 nays – 0 abstentions.

XV. announcements

A. Commissioner Wiggins stated that the Academy of Hope Adult Public Charter School will sponsor a Job Fair targeting the communities in Wards  5 and 6 at their campus at 2315 18th Street, NE on Tuesday, July 11, 2017 from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. 



B. Commissioner Brown stated that DC Streetcars attended the Zoning Committee Meeting last Thursday and spoke briefly regarding proposed expansions of the trolley line.


C. Sterlicia Rodney introduced herself as a candidate for the ANC 6E04 vacancy.


D. Naomi Mitchell of Councilmember Charles Allen’s office announced that Councilmember Charles Allen will be at Compass Coffee, 1535 7th Street, NW, from 8:00 a.m. to 9:30 a.m. on the first Friday of every month.

Special Election Procedures to Fill the Vacancy in SMD 6E04
Date and Place of the Election:  The election will be held during the regularly scheduled monthly meeting of ANC 6E on September 5, 2017.  The meeting will be held at the Watha T. Daniel/Shaw Library, 1630 7th Street, NW, Meeting Room 1 (Lower Level), Washington, DC 20001.

Eligibility to Vote:  The election will be open to registered voters of SMD 6E04 only.  Potential voters must present themselves at the polling place and must have either a Board of Elections (BOE) voter identification card showing that they are registered to vote in SMD 6E04 or be listed as a voter in SMD 6E04 on the voter registration list provided by the BOE.    

The Candidates:   The order of the names on the ballot will be in alphabetical order.  On the day of the election, each candidate or their representatives will be able to greet voters and answer questions outside the entrance to the Watha T. Daniel/Shaw Library.  No electioneering will be permitted inside the Watha T. Daniel/Shaw Library or Meeting Room 1 at the Watha T. Daniel/Shaw Library.  Ballots may only be cast for candidates certified by the BOE; in accordance with the ANC law, there will be no write-ins.

Eligibility of Voters:  As voters enter the meeting room, they will be checked to determine whether their name is on the BOE voter registration list or whether they have a voter identification card indicating they are registered in SMD 6E04.  If their name is on the list, they will enter their signature on the list opposite their name.  Those whose names are not on the list but who have a voter identification card will enter their names, addresses, and signatures on a separate sheet.  Those whose names are not on the list and who also do not have a voter identification card will not be given a ballot. 
Voting:  Casting of ballots, supplied by the ANC, will commence at 6:35 PM.  A ballot box will be placed in the meeting room where it can be observed by all present at the meeting.  The candidates or their representatives may check the ballot box before voting begins to assure that it is empty.  Each candidate will be permitted one observer (the candidate or a designee of the candidate) to observe the voting process, but the observer will not be permitted to interrupt or interfere with the voting, and will not be permitted to communicate directly or indirectly with any voter.  All ballots must be placed in the ballot box or returned to the election manager, who will make note of the returned ballot and the reasons for it.  The election manager will have authority to replace spoiled ballots.  The Chairperson shall appoint a representative of the Office of Advisory Neighborhood Commissions as the election manager.  Voting will continue until the polls close at 7:35 pm.  Anyone still in line waiting to register at 7:35 pm will be allowed to vote if otherwise qualified.

Counting the Votes:  The ballot box will remain closed until the polls have closed.  After the voting ends, the ballot box will be opened, and the votes will be counted by at least two impartial vote counters.  The candidates or their representatives may observe the counting of the votes.  The results will then be submitted to and read aloud by the Chairperson of the ANC. The election manager will report to the Commission any unresolved issues not addressed by these rules.  The Commission will take action to resolve these issues before the end of the meeting.  In the event of a tie vote, in accordance with the DC Official Code, the candidates or their proxies will cast lots (e.g. draw slips of paper from a box or flip a coin) to determine the winner.  In the event of any incident or occurrence that threatens the conduct or fairness of the election or the vote count, the election manager will be authorized to suspend the balloting or counting of ballots.
Filling the Vacancy:  Following the results of the election, the ANC will vote on a resolution stating the name of the winner and asking the Board of Elections to declare the vacancy filled.
